IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR NEW ADOPTERS
Below is important information we ask the foster home to go over with you as a new adopter before taking your forever Golden home. Please discuss all of these points with the foster home and ask questions if anything is unclear.

· Your new Golden Bond dog must have a new tag on its collar with your name, address and phone number before leaving the foster home. No tag, no dog.
· In the beginning, do NOT take your dog off leash unless in an enclosed area such as inside your home or in a securely fenced yard. Until you have bonded with this dog, he may try to run off. Do not leave your dog unattended in the fenced yard until you know him better.
· Keep the first week of your new dog’s life simple. Do not take him to the dog park, have a big welcoming party for him, or take him on visits to all your friends until he has had time to settle in, learn his new environment, and become comfortable with you, his new family.

· Once you are home today, be sure to let your dog stretch his legs and go to the bathroom before bringing him into your home so he won’t have an accident. Help your dog feel comfortable and safe and provide guidance to preferred areas for relief.
· Don’t expect too much of your dog at first. If he comes in your home and has an accident, don’t scold him; he is just scared and needs time to adjust. Learn the dog’s signals for wanting to go outside as soon as possible. Observe extra carefully and help him not make a mistake.

· It is a good idea to introduce your new dog to your vet. You will be receiving the dog’s vet records from Golden Bond so you can provide your vet with that information.
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
